This is the AGM of our Community Council representing some 580 residents. We meet six times each year with the venues chosen to have at least one meeting in each of our widespread geographical areas. Other special meetings can be called if there is a need. Most unexpectedly 3 of our members retired this year Len Ross, Tim Boardman and Pat Bradley; however we have also held a by-election and I am pleased to report that Anne Marshall from Blackmount and Martin Goodwin of Dalmally will be joining us on 22nd September. We are still encouraging more members, particularly on South Lochaweside where they have no representation; opportunities for further by-elections may arise before the end of this community council’s term in 2 years.
PC Iain Young has kept our meetings up to date with local police matters. During the year we have been well supported by our elected members of Argyll & Bute Council in the Oban, Lorn & the Isles Area. We are glad that on the whole council officials have proved willing to help with local issues and our communications with them have been clear and straightforward. Strategically we have dealt with the Local Development Plan, the Local Housing Strategy, Core Pathways, Forward Together numbers 1 and 2, Education Policy and Transport Scotland. After a few false starts it looks as though community engagement directly with Argyll & Bute Council through the Local Area Community Planning Group (which has nothing to do with planning!) will improve and our Community Council will fully support this process which hopefully will see the 17 community councils in OLI area working together to give local problems more prominence. Planning applications for buildings, etc. are available for discussion at each meeting. Apart from public meetings with A&B Council officials in Oban, we have been represented at The Glenorchy Kirk Bicentennial Service of Celebration, Thanksgiving and Dedication and more recently at an Oban, Lorn and the Isles Area Committee meeting convened in Dalmally especially to recognise the determination of the Dalmally Community Company in successfully completing the Dalmally Community Centre. 
We have managed to take many local concerns to A&B Council such as public transport and roads including a strong campaign on the timing of the A85 road closures. However smaller successes also include the repair of the Glenview steps, renovation of the coronation bench, servicing of the community de-fibs, Neighbourhood Watch on the Lochside and we have managed to give some financial support to NAVCS, The Glenorchy Kirk Bicentennial Fund, The Oban Phoenix Cinema and with funds set aside to help with signage at St Conan’s Kirk.
Inevitably we have not been successful with everything, however dialogue with various agencies continues with the Bridge of Orchy Water Supply, Traffic calming in Bridge of Orchy, Road Safety at the “surgery junction” in Dalmally and several problems with building control and public transport. Although A&B Council are to be praised for their proactive development plans, we must watch that the “rural hinterland” does not lose out to the larger towns and settlements when very limited budgets are being allocated for services.
Please remember, this is your Community Council and without your input and attendance at meetings we can do nothing to represent you.
